 2. Defendant shall NOT receive any citations from the Crandall Police Department for moving traffic violations.
 3. Defendant shall possess and maintain a valid driver’s license or permit.
 4. Defendant shall report in writing to the Court any change of address.
 5.Defendant who is under 25 years of age is required to complete and submit proof of completion of an approved Driving Safety Course, and
